At the recent Parish Council meeting, after exhausting all avenues with Essex Highways to secure a
contribution from the Highway Authority for replacing the speed warning indicators on the High Street,
the Council decided to fund the replacements. The replacement monitors will allow the Council to obtain
details of the speed at which traffic passes through the village, which will help the Council ask Essex Police
to carry out speed checks. The equipment will also provide information on traffic volume.

The Council also decided to carry out some thinning of tree tops on the land it owns at Wellyards.
